The mission of the Work and Employment Commission is to promote rights of labour, trade unions, and work in integrated settings, thereby empower persons with disabilities to be productive member of the society and promote enhanced quality of life.

The mission will be achieved through the following objectives:


1. 
To implement Article 27 of United Nations Convention on the Rights of People with Disabilities (UNCRPD) in collaboration with public and private entities, NGOs, employers, and trade unions.


2.        To develop an online Resource Network of Experts in each member country and region for           

                 dissemination of information via the Work and Employment Commission's section of the RI
                 website.


3.       To conduct scientific meetings at RI Regional and RI World Congress in collaboration with GLADNET, ILO, WHO and other international organizations.


4.     To establish projects focusing on work and employment in developing countries (such as Africa, Bangladesh, India, Latin America, etc.) designed to combat unemployment of people with disabilities.


5.    To remove employment barriers (architectural, attitudinal, social, and environmental) by providing education and training in national and regional conferences, world congress, and via electronic media. 


6.       To provide technical assistance to member nations in developing academic and professional preparation opportunities for rehabilitation and placement personnel in local colleges and universities; and via distance education nationally and internationally.


7.       To provide technical assistance to member nations in developing collaborative (national and international) research projects designed to identify evidence-based practices capable of enhancing employment outcomes and quality of life for people with disabilities.
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
