RI HONOUR COUNCIL

(i) Formal Establishment

The RI Honour Council was formally established on 1 January 2000.

(ii)
Terms of Reference
To provide a forum through which RI will continue to benefit from the knowledge, experience and dedication of former RI Officers, Secretaries General, Commission Chairs and other world leaders in the disability movement within a structured framework which is formally recognised by and as a component part of RI.

(iii)
Membership

Former RI Presidents, Vice Presidents, Deputy Vice Presidents, Treasurers, Secretaries General, Chairpersons of Commissions and such other world leaders in the disability movement as are approved by the Governing Assembly. Persons qualified by past service in RI to be a member of the Honour Council who are elected or appointed to one of the listed official roles in RI, or take up such role, shall stand aside from active participation in the Honour Council for the duration of their appointment in that role.

Nominations and Appointment

Nominations of world leaders in the disability movement who are not already qualified by past office in RI must be received at the RI Secretariat at least 30 days prior to a meeting of the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee will recommend approved nominations to the Governing Assembly for appointment to the Honour Council.

(v)
Operating Procedures

I. At each meeting of the Governing Assembly at which regular elections of the Executive Committee are on the agenda, the incoming Immediate Past President will assume the Chair of the Honour Council for the subsequent four-year period.

II. The President may at any time, on behalf of the Governing Assembly or Executive Committee or in his/her own capacity as President, request the Honour Council for 
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III. advice or guidance on issues of concern to RI.  B-11Such requests will be made through the Council Chair who may, at his/her discretion, consult with such members of the Honour Council as he/she deems appropriate, in order to respond to requests.

IV. The Honour Council may, at any time, and on its own initiative, offer advice or guidance to RI on relevant issues.  Any such advice or guidance will be provided to the President who will determine, in consultation with the Executive Committee, how it should be considered.

(vi)
Place of Honour
A place of Honour will be reserved for members of the Honour Council at all meetings of the Governing Assembly.
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
