-To ensure that persons with disabilities have an opportunity to organize, develop and participate in disability-specific interactive sports and recreational activities and, to this end, encourage the provision, on an equal basis with others, of appropriate instruction, training and resources; 

-To ensure that persons with disabilities, at any age,  have access to adapted physical activities, recreational and tourism venues; 

-To ensure that children and young people with disabilities have equal access with other children and young citizens to participation in recreation, leisure and adapted physical activities, including those activities in the school system and public services.
